Europeans Explore the East Lesson Plan

Objectives:

· Students will be able to speak and write about the European's voyages into the Indian Ocean and the reasons why.

Standards:

Materials:

· Pictures to show on the overhead of a Caravel, an Astrolabe, the Batavia (Dutch East India Company merchant ship)

· The Beck textbook

· Hardtack/Sea Biscuits – prepared the night before

· Handout

Procedures:

· Arrange the chairs to form the outline of a ship on the floor. Students will sit in these boundaries to feel how cramped ships were.

· Give the students the handout for them to take notes

· Explain - Spice from Asia > across the Indian Ocean > across the Middle East by caravan > Across the Mediterranean Sea > to Europe – Very expensive

· 1419 – Henry founds a school in Portugal for mapmakers, shipbuilders, sea captains

· show picture of astrolabe

· New type of ship -

· Show pictures of a caravel

· Caravel



examples - Niña, Pinta



Length – 65ft



Beam – 19ft



Displacement – 50-150 tons



Crew – 25-30



Shallow draft allowed the ship to explore close to shore



Lateen sail – triangular sail that allowed a ship to sail into the wind

· 1487-1488 – Dias sails from Portugal to southern tip of Africa stopping to resupply at Portuguese colonies in West Africa. (Those colonies send goods and slaves from Africa to Portugal.) Rounds the Cape of Good Hope in December 1487. Supplies are low, men threaten to revolt – he returns to Portugal.

· Read Dias quote from p.96 (Beck text)

· 1497-1498 – Vasco de Gama sails from Portugal to India. Buys spice and other goods. Returns to Portugal with a cargo worth 60 times the cost of the trip.

· Explain about life aboard ship.

· Captain – in charge of the expedition, not necessarily a sailor; Sailing Master – navigation & sailing the ship; Boatswain – maintainance & supply; Mate – apprentice; Able Bodied Sailor – crew; Rigger – sails & rigging (dangerous); Swab - cleaning

· Show overhead of p.98 (Beck text) A Ship's Rations

· Distribute hardtack/brown biscuits to students. 

· Lasts for years/doesn't go bad, flour & salt, rations for sailors and soldiers for centuries

· Treaty of Tordesillas (Line of Demarcation) – 1493 – Pope Alexander VI

· Spain can claim & colonize west of the line, Portugal to the east (why do Brazilians speak Portuguese instead of Spanish?)

· Protestant Northern Europe doesn't recognize 

· Dutch East India Company – in 1619 the company established its headquarters at Batavia on the island of Java. Largest company in the world

· Show picture of merchant ship 

· Fluyt

Length – 186ft



Beam – 34 ft



Displacement – 1200 tons



Crew – 341 (including passengers)

British East India Company – headquarters in Bombay

· Also France gains a small foothold in Asia

· Age of Colonialism begins

Assessment:

· Formative assessment – The teacher will have the students (oral) answer questions about the previous day's lesson.

· Summative assessment – The students will have a written opportunity to show what they have learned covering lessons 1, 2 & 3. This will involve multiple choice, short answer and short essay questions.

Modifications:


Students who are ELLs or who have IEPs may need to be paired with another student who can work as a tutor. The teacher or a paraeducator may need to provide extra help. On review days, there should be opportunities for one-on-one time with students who need extra help.
