Japan Returns to Isolation Lesson Plan

Objectives:

· Students will be able to speak and write about the creation of the Tokogawa Shogunate.

· Students will be able to speak and write about many of the social and economic factors in Japan during this time.

Standards:

Materials:

Procedures:


This lesson is primarily lecture oriented. The teacher will give students the handout (see attached). The handout is a modified version of the notes the teacher uses to instruct this lesson. Using the notes (below), the teacher lectures using the map to show where the events occurred and using the toy swords to demonstrate seppuku. Toward the end of the lesson, students will write, and perform if they choose, their own haiku.

Assessment:

· Formative assessment – The teacher will have the students (oral) answer questions about the previous day's lesson.

· Summative assessment – The students will have a written opportunity to show what they have learned covering lessons 1, 2 & 3. This will involve multiple choice, short answer and short essay questions.

Modifications:


If there are students who are having difficulty with the lesson, the students will be able to study the lesson at home since the handout is essentially the teacher's own notes.

Notes:

· Similar to European feudalism, Japan's feudal society started from the Emperor, then the Shoguns (military ruler of Japan), then the Daimyo (samurai warlords).

· Warring States (or Sengoku) Period – (1467-1568) – The Onin War (1467-1477) involved economic issues and disputes over shogun succession. The war initiated the Warring States Period.

· This period was a long, drawn-out struggle for domination by individual daimyo, resulting in a mass power-struggle between the various houses to dominate the whole of Japan.

· The emperor was just a figurehead with no power. Individual warlords controlled their own territories.

· It was during this long period though that there would emerge three individuals who would unite Japan under one rule; they were Oda Nobunaga, Toyotomi Hideyoshi, and Tokugawa Ieyasu. 

· Oda Nobunaga – defeated rivals and seized the imperial capital at Kyoto in 1568.

· In 1575, leads 3000 soldiers armed with muskets to defeat cavalry. First time firearms are used effectively in battle in Japan

· Fails to unite Japan. One of his generals turns on him. He commits seppuku in 1582.

· DEMONSTRATE SEPPUKU ALLOWING ONE OF THE STUDENTS TO BE THE 'SECOND' AND TO DECAPITATE THE TEACHER.

· Another general, Toyotomi Hideyoshi, continues his his former leader's mission on uniting Japan. By 1590, he controlled most of the country. He turned his attention to Korea in 1592 with the intention of conquering Ming China.

· When he died in 1598, his troops pulled out of Korea.

· Tokugawa Ieyasu, one of Hideyoshi's strongest daimyo allies, defeats rivals at The Battle of Sekigahara (1600) and receives the title of shogun from Emperor Go-Yozei in 1603. Moves the capital of Japan to Edo (present day Tokyo).

· Tokugawa Shogunate (1603-1868) - 

· Emperor (figurehead) > Shogun > Daimyo (landholding samurai) > Samurai warriors > Peasants & Artisans > Merchants (became more important as the economy expands)

· Portuguese began arriving in Japan during the Warring States Period. Trade is encouraged especially European muskets and cannons. Christian missionaries come during this time too.

· During the Tokugawa Shogunate, missionaries scorned traditional beliefs. Tokugawa Ieyasu begins banning Christians and converts. Repression continues after his death until a rebellion in 1637 that included many Christians was crushed. Missionaries were killed if they stayed in Japan. All Japanese had to show they were Buddhists. 

· Japan realized they could also control trade. All but the Dutch and Chinese merchants were driven out and trade was only allowed at one port. Japan remained closed for over 200 years.

· mid-1700s – Japan shifts from rural to urban, Edo has over 1 million people.

· New urban centers allowed women jobs but were still subservient to their husbands.

· Traditional arts and culture were enjoyed alongside newer forms.

· Noh – traditional musical drama theater

· Kabuki – stylized dance-drama with colorful costumes

· Haiku – poetry with 3 lines of 5-7-5 syllables

· Tokugawa Shogunate – The feudal military system of government in Japan founded by Tokugawa Ieyasu in 1603 and lasting until 1868.

· Emperor (figurehead) > Shogun (military ruler of Japan) > Daimyo (landholding samurai) > Samurai warriors > Peasants & Artisans > Merchants (became more important as economy grows)

· Alternate Attendance Policy – To keep daimyo from rebelling, they spend every other year at the capital. When they return to their lands, their families had to stay in the capital.

· During the Tokugawa Shogunate, missionaries scorned traditional beliefs. Tokugawa Ieyasu begins banning Christians and converts. Repression continues after his death until a rebellion in 1637 that included many Christians was crushed. Missionaries were killed if they stayed in Japan.
